Control Association’s successtul program or
this kind is detailed here. Your local
association might want to build their own
community project using the example of the
Greater Dallas Pest Control Association
(GDPCA).

Annually, since 1999, the GDPCA (Chap-
ter 9 of TPCA) has worked on a service
project involving the City of Dallas’s Hous-
ing Department neighborhood program
called People Helping People. Each year the
coordination of the event begins with the
caseworkers determining the number of
homes that the association members will
treat. They invite families that fit a profile
of low income, possibly disabled or senior
citizen homeowners (some are taking care
of their grandchildren) unable to afford a
treatment of their home for bugs. The case-
workers have called the project “Slug-A-
Bug”. The project for 2002 found the mem-
bers treating around 90 homes.

When we began the project in 1999 we
met with the caseworkers several months
before the project. At that time the
association’s committee members looked at
the condition of four possible homes with
varying degrees of cleanliness and infesta-
tions to treat. Some of these homes had trash
everywhere, and we determined that it
would take more sanitation work than pes-
ticides to resolve the problems. Therefore,
the caseworkers selected homes that had
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cleanup, home repair and painting. (Church
groups perform many of these services. My
Sunday school class works on a project
called Amigos that does repairs and paint-
ing for these individuals.) Other service
companies such as appliance and AC/heat-
ing repair companies have also been help-
ing with this neighborhood program for
years.

Once the caseworker identifies a list of
people to service, they have a project chair-
man of the association sign a promulgated
form titled: People Helping People Program
Housing Department Release and Authori-
zation Form Waiver of Liability.

The caseworkers then make sure all the
homeowners sign their copy. If they do not
sign they won't get the service. This basi-
cally holds all the companies harmless if
something should go wrong. I have worked
on other service projects with the GDPCA
and this is always discussed in the meet-
ings as a concern. People Helping People
has addressed this liability issue. The case-
workers also create a database list of the
homes that we are treating.

The association meets at a nice commu-
nity center that is provided to us by the
